Quick Guide to Crafting a Successful Lesson
1. The most critical thing to do is to determine the 1 Big Idea of the Passage.
· Create one sentence that gives unity to all the ideas of the verses you are teaching on
· Most lessons fall apart because the facilitator does not understand how the varied ideas of the verses fit into one coherent idea.  
· Tools to use:
· Commentary: Used to get someone else’s understanding of the verses and passage
· Recommended Online Commentary (Free): Soniclight by Dr. Constable  
· Subject Complement: Used understand the ideas of each verse (if you have the time)
· Examples of Big Ideas:
· Mark 10:11-27 – In God’s power acknowledge Jesus’s deity and submit to His plan for your life
· Ephesians 1:13-14 – The reason the Ephesians believers were to praise God, according to Paul’s observation was because He guaranteed their future inheritance through the ministry of the Holy Spirit.
· Philippians 2:12-18 – Work out our sanctification, get along with each other without complaining or arguing, be a blameless witness to those around us and be glad to serve other for their growth in Christ


2. Determine the Lesson Aim
· The Lesson Aim is what you want each person to KNOW and FEEL and the ACTIVITIES you are going to accomplish it based on the big idea of the passage.
· Formula
· I want the member to [cognitive action verb] [subject] by [measurable outcome]
· I want the member to [affective action verb] [subject] by [measureable outcome]
· Example
· I want to the member [know] [how to live worthily of the Lord and please Him in all respects] by [going through the group discussion]
·  I want the member to [commit] [to pray for the small group member this week] by [selecting a slot/ a day of the week to pray for a whole month]  

3. Create the Lesson Plan
· Use the 4 Movements of a Lesson: Hook, Book, Look, Took
· Hook – An activity to get people interested in your lesson
· Possible examples are an opening question, a game, a video
· Book – An activity to get people to understand the passage
· In most cases, I use discussion questions 
· Look – An activity to help people understand how the passage should look like in our lives
· I like to use questions that cause the members to evaluate their lives and explore how God can use the 1 big idea of the text to be a benefit in their lives
· Took – A specific application based on the passage to support life transformation (how our minds and hearts become more like Christ)
· If you can come up with an application that fits for 50% of the group that is really good.
