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What purchase did you do recently to replace an old item? What changes happened in your life with that purchase? 
Colossians 3:1-17
1 If then you have been raised with Christ, seek the things that are above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. 2 Set your minds on things that are above, not on things that are on earth. 3 For you have died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God. 4 When Christ who is your life appears, then you also will appear with him in glory.
5 Put to death therefore what is earthly in you: sexual immorality, impurity, passion, evil desire, and covetousness, which is idolatry. 6 On account of these the wrath of God is coming. 7 In these you too once walked, when you were living in them. 8 But now you must put them all away: anger, wrath, malice, slander, and obscene talk from your mouth. 9 Do not lie to one another, seeing that you have put off the old self with its practices 10 and have put on the new self, which is being renewed in knowledge after the image of its creator. 11 Here there is not Greek and Jew, circumcised and uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, slave, free; but Christ is all, and in all.
12 Put on then, as God's chosen ones, holy and beloved, compassionate hearts, kindness, humility, meekness, and patience, 13 bearing with one another and, if one has a complaint against another, forgiving each other; as the Lord has forgiven you, so you also must forgive. 14 And above all these put on love, which binds everything together in perfect harmony. 15 And let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to which indeed you were called in one body. And be thankful. 16 Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly, teaching and admonishing one another in all wisdom, singing psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, with thankfulness in your hearts to God. 17 And whatever you do, in word or deed, do everything in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through him.

Discussion
1. What comes up first in your mind when you heard the term “the things that are above”?
2. Read these words and meanings and what specific sin that comes up in your mind first
a. sexual immorality (porneia) - a selling off (surrendering) of sexual purity; promiscuity of any (every) type.
b. impurity (akatharsia) – unclean thoughts or deed
c. passion (pathos) – raw, strong feelings (emotions) which are not guided by God (like consuming lust
d. evil desire (epithumia) – passion built on strong feelings (urges). These can be positive or negative, depending on whether the desire is inspired by faith
e. covetousness (pleonexia) - the desire for more (things), i.e. lusting for a greater number of temporal things that go beyond what God determines is eternally best
3. Why are we told to “put to death” (v5) these earthly things if we are to be “little Christ” in this world?
4. What does “wrath of God” in v6 means? See also Prov. 13:24, Rev. 3:19
5. Paul mention a second set of sins in v8. Why are they mentioned in a different set than the ones in v5?
6. How can we “put on” a heart?
a. Read 2 Corinthians 3:18 – And we all, who with unveiled faces contemplate the Lord’s glory, are being transformed into his image with ever-increasing glory, which comes from the Lord, who is the Spirit.
b. Read Galatians 2:20 – I have been crucified with Christ and I no longer live, but Christ lives in me. The life I now live in the body, I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me.
7. Which area(s) from below that you need to most grow in? How did you fail in that area(s)s?
a. Compassionate hearts
b. Kindness
c. Humility
d. Meekness
e. Patience
f. Forgiving
8. Do you ever find it difficult to forgive others? Why?
9. Why do we have to do all of these with love (v14)? What other motivations can someone has when doing the things above? What differences does it make by doing them out of love than not?
10. How can we let the word of Christ richly dwell in us (v16)? What will this look like when a person does this?
11. What does it mean to admonish others with psalms and hymns and spiritual songs? What topics should fill our minds and our conversation?
12. How does it transform your daily life If everything that you do daily is done in the name of Jesus?
Applications
1. Continue to put to death the earthly things and the deeds of the flesh, and continue to drew closer to Christ.  
2. Intentionally talk about meaningful and spiritual things when you get together with friends. If you don’t plan ahead to ask specific questions or bring up specific topics, then your time with brothers and sisters may be dominated by chit-chat. Practice the art of asking deep questions.
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
